Storm at Gladiators Preview 

 
   The Tampa Bay Storm (0-0) kicks off its 30th season in the Arena Football 
League this Saturday, April 8 at Quicken Loans Arena (Cleveland, OH) when it 
takes on the Cleveland Gladiators (0-0).  Kickoff is set for 7:00 p.m. EST. 
   This will be the 21st meeting between these two franchises and the eighth time 
the Storm has faced the Gladiators on the road. Cleveland leads the overall 
series 11-9 and has winning record of 5-2 when hosting the Storm.  The last time 
the Storm defeated Cleveland on the road was on June 19, 2015, when the team 
won by a score of 52-48. 
   After a disappointing 2016 season, the Storm was left with more questions than 
answers.  Making a change on the sidelines, the team named Ron James its 
seventh head coach in team history.  James came to the Storm with over 30 
years of coaching experience.  Over the course of his career, he’s garnered 
numerous accolades including being named the 2012 AFL Head Coach of the 
Year after helping lead the Utah Blaze to an appearance in the National 
Conference Championship.  He revamped the Storm coaching staff, bringing in 
Doug Kay, Gary Gussman, Shane Stafford and Austin Wilson. 
   Next, the team turned its attention to the roster.  Wanting to change the identity 
of the team, the Storm parted ways with most of the players from the 2016 
season, retaining just Cortez Stubbs, Kendrick Ings, Dallas Jackson and John 
Brown.  In order to compete at the high level the Storm set for so many years, 
the team built a roster that would be exciting, fast, furious and physical. 
   On offense the team brought back quarterback Randy Hippeard.  Hippeard 
joined the Orlando Predators in 2015 and quickly became one of the most 
efficient quarterbacks in the League.  An early MVP candidate in 2016, Hippeard 
completed 236-of-360 passes for 2,967 yards and 65 touchdowns with a QB 
rating of 121.36.  The Storm also acquired 6-foot-6 rookie Chris Bonner.  Bonner 
helped lead CSU-Pueblo to a NCAA Division II National Championship. 
   The receiving corps. has been completely revamped, with 2016 Offensive 
Player of the Year Joe Hills leading the charge.  Hills put together a stellar year 
for the Jacksonville Sharks in 2016, reeling in 161 passes for 2,020 yards and 58 
touchdowns.  To put this in perspective, the 2016 Storm wide receivers caught a 
combined 63 total touchdowns.  Hills enters the season with a streak of 68 
consecutive games with a receiving touchdown.  Joining him will be Ings, LaMark 
Brown, Justin Hilton and Michael Lindsey. 
   Keeping the quarterback upright will be of utmost importance this season.  With 
protection being an issue in 2016, the Storm saw a need to improve and brought 
in center Raymond McNeil.  The seven-year veteran spent the past two seasons 
in Jacksonville, anchoring an offensive line that gave up just 18 total sacks in two 
years.  Joining him on the line will be University of South Florida standout, and 
former Tampa Bay Buccaneer, Jeremiah Warren, John Brown and rookie Dave 
Lefotu. 
   Defensively, the Storm revamped the entire unit with just defensive backs 
Cortez Stubbs and Dallas Jackson returning from the 2016 squad.  The team felt 
that the defensive line and backfield needed an upgrade.  With that said, the 
team remodeled its line, bringing in All-Arena defensive lineman Caesar Rayford, 
two-time ArenaBowl champion Antron Dillon, former NFL defensive lineman 
Jordan Miller, Monte Lewis, and rookies OJ Mau and Max Nacewicz.  Rounding 
out the unit is All-Arena mac linebacker Dexter Jackson, who returns to the 
Storm after spending the 2016 season with the Sharks. 
   Joining Stubbs and Jackson in the defensive backfield is former Arizona 
Cardinal Damond Smith and former Hamilton Tiger-Cat Arthur Hobbs.  The jack 
linebacker position will be played by two-time All-Arena jack linebacker Alvin Ray 
Jackson.  Look for this unit to wreak havoc on opposing offenses.  With the team 
only corralling eight total interceptions last season, the team will be hungry to 
show what it’s made of and improve on that total. 
   Entering this season there may be some question marks.  However, the one 
thing the fans can be sure of is that the Storm will put a competitive team on the 
field.  After a disappointing 2016, the Storm will look to wipe the taste out of its 
mouth and show that it can play with the best of them.  The journey starts this 
weekend in Cleveland.

The Tampa Bay Storm came out last night attempting to earn 
its first victory of the season but fell short losing to the 
Cleveland Gladiators 70-63 in overtime.

Larry Beavers threw a 5-yard touchdown pass to Quentin Sims 
to tie the game at seven.  This was followed by Nelson’s pass 
to Collin Taylor for a 6-yard touchdown. The Gladiators ended 
the first quarter leading the game 13-7. 
 
The Storm tied it up 35-35 at the half closing it with a 2-yard 
touchdown pass to Julius Gregory. While the game was tied 
heading into the second half, the Gladiators would go on to 
outscore the Storm 21-14 in the third quarter putting them up 
49-42 going into the fourth. 
 
Boltus tied the game with a 20-yard touchdown pass to Toliver. 
The big turning point of the game though was when the 
Storm’s Cortez Stubbs intercepted Nelson’s pass in the fourth 
quarter which he returned 26 yards to the 7 yard line.  It was 
his second interception of the season. 
 
Boltus capitalized on the turnover finishing it off with a 1-yard 
rushing touchdown putting the Storm up 56-49. 
 
Taylor then followed with a score of his own for the Gladiators 
and tied the game back up 56-56, but it wasn’t long before 
Boltus fired a 33-yard touchdown pass to Julius Gregory, 
putting the Storm up 63-56 with just 54 seconds left in game 
play. 
 
But Cleveland prevailed in overtime.  
 
Boltus completed 30-of-46 passes for 351 yards and eight 
touchdowns, making it the first game this year a Storm 
quarterback has surpassed 300 yards passing. 
 
Leading all receivers was future Hall-of-Famer T.T. Toliver who 
had 12 catches for 158 yards while also hauling in three 
touchdowns. Toliver continues his goal to catch Damian Harrell 
in the AFL record books. 
 
The story of the night was the return of Storm wide receiver 
Julius Gregory who made an immediate impact bringing in 
seven passes for 99 yards and three scores. 
 
Gregory says that at this point a win anywhere would be a 
turning point of the season.

Tampa Bay Storm – Ron James 
 
Ron James enters his 20th season in the Arena Football 
League, and his first with the Storm as the team’s head coach. 
James brings over 30 years of experience to Tampa, eight of 
which have been spent as head coach.  He spent the 2016 
season with the Portland Steel, acting as the team’s head 
coach. 
 
James began his coaching career in 1986 at his alma mater, 
Siena College, as the team’s linebackers coach.  He would 
spend a season at Siena before moving on to St. Lawrence 
University (Canton, NY) where he was the team’s defensive 
coordinator and linebackers coach from 1989-91. 
 
In 1990, James began his AFL career when he was named an 
assistant coach for the Albany Firebirds.  He would return to 
the collegiate ranks in 1992 when he was introduced as the 
defensive coordinator for Hartwick College.  After two seasons, 
he moved on to Kentucky Wesleyan College, finally settling in 
at Army, serving as the team’s offensive line coach for two 
seasons (1998-99). 
 
James returned to the AFL in 1999 with the Houston 
ThunderBears, before settling in with the Las Vegas Gladiators 
as the team’s assistant head coach.  He held this position for 
three seasons before taking over as the team’s head coach in 
2005.  As the Gladiators’ head coach, James would head a 
team that would lead the League in both total offense and total 
defense.  In two seasons as head coach, James would help 
lead the team to multiple team records, including season 
records in passing yards (4,664) and total yards (4,996). 
 
In 2007, James joined the Utah Blaze, becoming the team’s 
head coach in 2010.  Over four seasons, James led the team 
to a 30-33 record, including a team best 12-6 record in 2012, 
earning him AFL Head Coach of the Year honors.  
 
James would eventually be named the head coach of the 
Pittsburgh Power in 2014, leading the team to a 15-2 record.  
Known for his defense, the Power led the League in 
interceptions (36), was second in scoring defense (43.2) and 
third in total defense (256.0). 
 
A native of Albany, N.Y., James prepped at Christian Brothers 
Academy (Albany) before enrolling at Siena to play on the 
offensive line. He played four seasons at Siena, where he was 
an All-American offensive lineman. 

 
Cleveland Gladiators – Ron Selesky 

 
Ron Selesky enters his seventh season with the Gladiators but 
his first as Head Coach. Selesky served as Assistant Head 
Coach from 2013-2014, 2016, and as Director of Player 
Personnel in 2010 and 2011. Selesky spent the 2015 season 
as a U.S. scout for the Saskatchewan Roughriders of the 
Canadian Football League. 
 

Selesky was named the AFL’s Assistant Coach of the Year in 
2014 after helping lead the Gladiators to a historic 17-1 regular 
season, an American Conference Championship and a trip to 
ArenaBowl XXVII. During that run, Selesky commanded a 
defense, nicknamed the "No Fly Zone," that allowed a mere 
43.4 points per game, the third-fewest in the AFL that season, 
and recovered a league-high 17 fumbles en route to the AFL’s 
third-best turnover margin (+16). 
 
Prior to joining Cleveland, Selesky was the Defensive 
Coordinator/Director of Player Personnel for the Grand Rapids 
Rampage in 2008, helping the team advance to the American 
Conference Championship after a five year playoff drought.. 
He boasts several years of Arena Football experience at both 
head coaching and assistant coaching positions. He returned 
to the AFL in 2008 season after serving two years (2006-07) as 
head coach of arenafootball2’s Alabama Steeldogs. 
 
Selesky began his Arena Football coaching career as the 
director of player personnel and assistant coach for the AFL’s 
Tampa Bay Storm from 1997-99, helping to lead the team to a 
31-11 regular-season record and a 1998 ArenaBowl 
appearance. Selesky spent the 2000 season as director of 
player personnel/line coach for the expansion Carolina Cobras. 
 
He then took his first head coaching position with the af2’s 
Louisville Fire in 2001 and, the following year, earned af2 
Coach of the Year honors after guiding the Albany Conquest to 
a 13-3 regular-season mark and a Northeast Division title. 
 
Upon returning to the AFL in 2003, Selesky led the Buffalo 
Destroyers as their head coach and director of football 
operations for one season before the team relocated to 
Columbus, Ohio. He then joined the Carolina Cobras in 2004, 
serving as the team’s defensive coordinator before taking the 
reins as an interim head coach for the team’s final six games. 
Selesky rejoined the Columbus Destroyers in 2005, serving as 
defensive coordinator for one year before returning to the af2 
and the Steeldogs. 
 
Selesky also spent several years as a lineman at both the 
collegiate and professional levels. He played his college ball at 
North Central College.  
 
Selesky went on to play in two games for the NFL’s Minnesota 
Vikings in 1987, and attended training camps with the San 
Diego Chargers in 1988, the Miami Dolphins in 1990, and the 
Detroit Lions in 1992. He also spent three years (1995-97) as a 
scout for ProQuest Management. 
 
The New Brunswick, N.J., native and his wife, Michelle, have 
four children: Mallorie, 7; Erin, 13; Madelyn, 17; and Brandt, 
19, who is currently a redshirt freshman long-snapper at 
Southeast Missouri State University.

Storm receiver Joe Hills came to the Storm mid-way through the 
2012 season as an unknown.  The team could see his talent and 
potential in the final game of the 2012 season when he caught 
eight passes for 215 yards.  The 215 receiving yards were a 
franchise rookie record and it was at that point the team noticed 
it had a diamond in the rough. 
 
In 2013, Hills had a breakout performance.  Shattering multiple 
single-season and single-game records. 
 
On 4/6/13 at Utah, Hills caught 16 passes for 259 yards.  This 
was a record setting performance as the 259 yards were the 
most in a single-game in franchise history.  His 16 receptions 
were the second-most in Storm history. 
 
On 7/13/13 at San Antonio, Hills added two more records to his 
resume.  He caught nine passes for 126 yards and three 
touchdowns.  His three touchdowns helped snap a single-
season franchise record for most receiving touchdowns.  He 
would also set the franchise record for most points scored in a 
season (non-kicking).  Hills finished the season with 42 receiving 
touchdowns and 262 points scored. 
 
On 7/27/13 at Jacksonville, Hills would go on to break the 
franchise record for most receptions in a season, and most 
receiving yards.  He would go on to finish the season with 133 
receptions and 1,861 receiving yards.

What’s better than having a playmaker that can average over 
1,000 kickoff return yards in a season?  Two.  And that’s just 
what the Storm has in Kendrick Ings and now Michael Lindsey. 
 
Lindsey, a St. Petersburg product who prepped locally at Boca 
Ciega H.S. ran into the hearts of Storm fans during his rookie 
season in 2011. That season, Lindsey finished third in the AFL 
with 1,745 kickoff return yards, fifth with a 20.3 yard kickoff 
return average, and seventh with three touchdown returns. He 
would also go on to set the Storm’s all-time single-season kickoff 
return yards mark in Game 14 at Jacksonville, finishing the 2011 
season with 1,745 yards, shattering the mark set by George 
LaFrance’s 1,282 yards. 
 
Lindsey is the only player in Storm franchise history to surpass

Michael Lindsey burst on to the AFL scene in 2011 when he 
joined the Storm for his rookie season.  He would achieve the 
status of kick return specialist racking 1,745 kick return yards 
and averaging 96.9 yards per game.  It was after his rookie 
season that the Storm realized it had something special. 
 
Just three seasons later, Lindsey has done the unthinkable and 
broken a 15-year franchise record held by AFL Hall of Famer 
and Storm Legend, George LaFrance.   
 

On April 26, versus the Spokane Shock, Lindsey had five kickoff 
returns for a total of 55 yards.  His performance would push him 
over the top giving him a career total of 5,138 yards, putting him 
in sole possession of first place on the Storm career all-time 
kickoff return list.

New faces dot the Storm roster for opener

TAMPA τ Storm fans would be wise to locate a program before Tampa Bay kicks off the 2017 AFL season Saturday night at Cleveland. Tampa Bay 
will again be in the familiar blue and gold but a roster will come in handy. 
 
"There's a lot of new faces," linebacker Dexter Jackson said. "But everyone is competing hard and coming together. I like what we have going on." 
 
The Storm's current 24-man roster features just four players from last year τ John Brown, Kendrick Ings, Cortez Stubbs and Dallas Jackson. But 
considering the team limped to a franchise-worst 2-14 in 2016, a major overhaul seemed inevitable. 
 
Even though the vast majority are new to the Storm, they share some previous connections. 
 
"We wanted to put together guys who have played together and co-mingled together," new Storm coach Ron James said. "And I've coached some 
of these guys too. I think that has helped create a synergy here." 
 
But while there has been significant turnover, fans will most certainly recognize some returners from previous seasons. Joe Hills, the 2016 
Offensive Player of the Year rejoins the Storm, as does quarterback Randy Hippeard. On the defensive side, all-Arena MAC linebacker and fan 
favorite Jackson returns. 
 
"Joe is an NFL talent and certainly more than NFL work ethic," James said. "I can't say enough about Joe Hills." 
 
Receivers Michael Lindsey and Justin Hilton will also be back, along with center Raymond McNeil. But in a league where scoreboards light up like 
pinball machines, no two players will stand out more than Hills and Hippeard. 
 
"To have that 1-2 punch in Randy and Joe is just phenomenal," James said. "They are going to be one of the best combos in the league." 
 
Hippeard was inconsistent in his stint with the Storm but found his groove in his two years in Orlando. Hippeard was one of the most efficient 
quarterbacks in the AFL during that stretch and James said he was priority No. 1 this offseason. 
 
"Randy was getting his feet wet and learning his first time here," James said. "He's matured on and off the field." 
 
James said he has also been pleased with the defensive front's play during training camp. All-Arena lineman Caesar Rayford, two-time AFL champ 
Antron Dillon and former NFL player Jordan Miller should help improve on one of the Storm's most glaring deficiencies from a season ago. 
 
"Antron has been head and shoulders a big surprise and he is just a physical specimen," James said. "I think we are going to have one of the best 
pass rush groups in the league." 
 
And orchestrating the new symphony will be James, a veteran of the indoor game. James has 30 years experience coaching, including eight as the 
head man. James, who was at Portland in 2016, earned AFL Coach of the Year honors in 2012 while leading Utah to a National Conference 
Championship berth.
