Storm vs. Brigade Preview 

 
The Tampa Bay Storm (5-1) hosts the Baltimore Brigade (2-4) this 
Saturday, June 3rd at AMALIE® Arena on AMALIE Motor Oil Field on 
“Military Appreciation Night” presented by Laser Spine Institute.  The 
Storm will look to improve its record to 6-1 and extend its winning 
streak to five games, its longest streak since 2014.  Fans will be able 
to catch the action at TampaBayStorm.com.  Kickoff is set for 7:00 
p.m. ET. 
 
This will be the second meeting this season between the Storm and 
Valor, and the first time the Storm will welcome the Brigade into its 
home.  Last time out, Tampa Bay defeated Baltimore by a score of 62-
55.  This will be the fourth time the Storm has faced an Omarr Smith-
led team.  Smith holds a winning record of 2-1 over the Storm. 
 
The Storm enters the game coming off its second bye week of the 
season.  During week seven, the Storm defense set the tone versus 
the Valor.  The team corralled its fourth interception of the season, with 
the defensive line tallying four sacks on the night.  Tampa Bay now has 
10 sacks on the season, eclipsing its total from 2016 (8). 
 
Offensively, the team continues to impress.  Offensive Player of the 
Year candidate Joe Hills caught 11 passes for 123 yards and three 
touchdowns versus the Valor on May 20th.  He’s reeled in 60 passes 
for 590 yards and 18 touchdowns on the season.  In addition, the 
Palmetto native has caught a touchdown in 74 consecutive regular 
season games, needing just five to surpass Damian Harrell’s record of 
78. 
 
Storm kicker Mark Lewis will also be making history this weekend as 
he will be playing in his 200th career game.  A 12-year veteran of the 
AFL, Lewis will be just the fourth player in League history to 
accomplish this feat.  He will join AFL Hall of Famers, Aaron Garcia 
(237), the Storm’s very own Lawrence Samuels (207), and Kyle 
Moore-Brown (206). 
 
On the other side of the ball the Storm will face a Baltimore Brigade 
team that is coming off of an impressive 63-60 win over the Cleveland 
Gladiators.  The game came down to the final possession which saw 
the Brigade defense answer the call.  In a game that saw six lead 
changes in the final quarter, the Brigade would hold strong, keeping 
Cleveland out of the end zone on consecutive plays with just 10 
seconds left in regulation. 
 
Baltimore’s offensive engine is run by rookie quarterback Shane 
Carden.  The former East Carolina standout continues to improve his 
game from week-to-week.  Versus the Gladiators, Carden completed 
21-of-30 passes for 272 yards and six touchdowns.  He does tend to 
be careless with the ball when under pressure, throwing eight 
interceptions on the season.  He currently averages 1.3 interceptions 
per game.  Look for the Storm defense to apply the pressure to force 
Carden into making mistakes. 
 
Both teams come into the game hungry.  Baltimore will look to earn its 
3rd win of the season, separating itself from the one-win teams of 
Washington and Cleveland.  On the other hand, the Storm will look to 
continue its winning ways and prove that it is for real.

                          Last Time Out                        . 
 
The Tampa Bay Storm have developed a reputation as the 
Arena Football League’s most resilient team through the first 
month and a half of the 2017 season. 
 
The Storm have also shown a penchant for responding to any 
adversity sent their way. 
 
Saturday, both traits were on full display in Tampa Bay’s come-
from-behind 53-47 victory over the Washington Valor in front of 
9,275 at AMALIE Arena, the Storm’s fourth-consecutive win. 
 
Tampa Bay enters its second bye week of the season with a 5-
1 record, its best start since winning seven in a row to open the 
2001 season. 
 
Once again, the Storm worked the one-minute drill at the end 
of the game to perfection to secure the win. After Washington 
tied the score 47-47 with 37.7 seconds to go and were unable 
to recover an onside kick attempt on the ensuing kickoff, the 
Storm took over at the Valor 15-yard line and proceeded to 
move the ball down toward the goal line while taking time off 
the clock. Storm quarterback Randy Hippeard connected with 
wide receiver Joe Hills down to the two-yard line for an 
important first down. Hippeard then took two knees to force 
Washington to burn its final two timeouts. Facing 3rd and goal 
from the Valor 6-yard line, Hippeard misfired on a throw into 
the end zone for Kendrick Ings, but a pass interference call 
gave the Storm a new set of downs. On 1st and goal with eight 
seconds remaining, Hippeard rolled to his right and found a 
tightly-covered Hills in the corner of the end zone, and Hills 
hauled in the game-winning score while falling into the wall. 
 
The Storm overcame a sloppy first half to prevail over the Valor 
(1-4) for the second-consecutive week. Ings returned the 
opening kickoff for what looked to be a touchdown, but he 
fumbled the ball before crossing the goal line, handing the ball 
over to the Valor on a touchback. The Storm let another 
touchdown fall by the wayside trailing 20-14 when LaMark 
Brown was wide open in the end zone but dropped the ball as 
he was about to make contact with the wall. On the next play, 
Hippeard threw behind a wide-open Brown streaking down the 
right sideline on fourth down for a defensive stop for 
Washington. 

 
The Valor took a 26-14 lead with 50 seconds left in the half 
when former Storm receiver T.T. Toliver hauled in a 29-yard 
touchdown pass from quarterback Erik Meyer. 
 
Tampa Bay scored an important touchdown before the half, 
Hippeard dropping a pass perfectly in stride for a streaking 
Hills on a fourth and 10 play for a 35-yard touchdown to end 
the first half. 
 
Washington led 26-20 at the break. 
 
Coming out of halftime, the Storm produced potentially the 
biggest play of the game, Michael Lindsey coming from behind 
to pop the ball loose from Washington return man Cameron 
McGlenn on the opening kickoff and Storm kicker Mark Lewis 
scooping the ball up for a key turnover. 
 
Three plays later, Hippeard found Ings in the end zone for a 
five-yard touchdown to tie the score 26-26. 
 
The two teams traded scores throughout the second half. After 
Meyer hit Julius Gregory for a 10-yard touchdown pass to put 
Washington back in front, Hippeard connected with Ings again 
for a 12-yard catch and run to make the score 33-33. 
 
Meyer’s two-yard completion to Charles McClain on the first 
play of the fourth quarter pushed Washington back in front 40-
33. Hippeard found Ings again on the Storm’s next possession 
for the third-consecutive drive the two hooked up for a 
touchdown to tie the score again. 
 
Ings finished with 50 yards receiving and three touchdowns. 
 
The Valor were driving for another go-ahead score, but Meyer 
coughed up the ball running for the goal line and the Storm’s 
Alvin Ray Jackson fell on the fumble for a key recovery. 
Hippeard hit Hills for a nine-yard touchdown reception with 
2:50 to go to give the Storm their first lead at 47-40. 
 
Bernard Morris, in at quarterback for the injured Meyer, led 
Washington on a game-tying drive late but left 37 seconds on 
the clock for the Storm. 
 
As they’ve proven throughout the early part of the season, the 
Storm are near unbeatable with possession of the ball and less 
than a minute to go driving for the winning score. 
 
Like Ings, Hills also had three touchdown catches and 
extended his consecutive regular season game streak with at 
least one touchdown reception to 74. 
 
Hippeard finished 19-of-31 for 233 yards and seven 
touchdowns to zero interceptions. For the season, Hippeard 
has thrown 39 touchdowns to just two interceptions.

                           Last Meeting                         . 
 
For the second straight game, Tampa Bay quarterback Randy 
Hippeard rallied the Storm on a last-minute touchdown drive to snatch 
victory from potential heartbreak. 
 
Two weeks ago, Hippeard ran into the end zone from three yards out 
in the closing seconds to beat the Cleveland Gladiators. 
 
On Sunday with the Storm trailing Baltimore 55-54 late, Hippeard 
found a wide-open LaMark Brown in the back of the end zone with five 
ticks on the clock to pull off another last-second victory for Tampa Bay. 
The Storm defeated Baltimore 62-55 in the first-ever home game for 
the expansion Brigade and improved to 3-1 on the season, just one 
game behind Philadelphia at the top of the Arena Football League 
standings. 
 
Baltimore (1-3) took a one-point lead with less than a minute to go at 
Royal Farms Arena when Shane Carden hit Paul Browning in the end 
zone, that go-ahead touchdown set up by Browning’s conversion 
earlier on the drive on fourth and three from the Storm 23-yard line. 
 
But after recovering Baltimore’s onside kick attempt, the Storm set up 
at the 15-yard line and proceeded to bleed the clock dry before putting 
up the winning score. Facing third and seven, Hippeard hit Kendrick 
Ings in the flat, and Ings took the ball down to the four-yard line before 
falling intentionally to take more time off the clock. 
 
After a quarterback sneak and a kneel down took the clock to 7.9 
seconds, Hippeard stood firm in the pocket to wait for Brown to come 
free in the back of the end zone and calmly sailed a pass into his  
 
Tampa Bay led for the majority of the game and enjoyed a 34-20 lead 
at halftime, but Baltimore outscored the Storm 21-7 in the third quarter 
to level the game. The Brigade earned its first lead 48-41 on the 
second play of the fourth quarter when Carden heaved a desperation 

pass into the end zone on fourth and goal from the 16-yard line that 
was hauled in by Browning. 
 
The Storm answered with a methodical drive down the field, Hippeard 
hitting lineman Leonardo Bates on a 16-yard catch and run that tied 
the score 48-48. On the next drive, Tampa Bay’s Alvin Ray Jackson 
forced Baltimore’s Justin Wilson to cough up the ball, and defensive 
back Paul Stephens, acquired by the Storm this week, pounced on the 
loose ball for his second fumble recovery of the game. 
 
A couple plays later, Hippeard hit Joe Hills for the fourth of his four 
touchdown receptions to put the Storm back in front 54-48 following a 
missed extra point. 
 
Baltimore took a late lead briefly after a touchdown and extra point, but 
Hippeard’s heroics brought the Storm back from the brink of defeat in 
what is becoming an early theme to Tampa Bay’s season. 
 
Tampa Bay scored on its opening drive of the game when Hills hauled 
in a pass in the back corner of the end zone while crashing into the 
wall for his 72nd-consecutive game with a touchdown reception. Hills 
finished with 13 catches for 126 yards and four scores, all team highs. 
 
Hippeard hit Brown for a 28-yard touchdown on the Storm’s third drive 
for a 14-6 advantage. Hippeard connected with Hills on the fourth drive 
for a 21-13 lead. With Baltimore driving to match the Storm score for 
score, Wilson fumbled the ball on a wide receiver screen, and 
Stephens picked up the loose change, weaving his way through the 
Brigade for a scoop and score and 27-13 Storm lead. 
 
A blown coverage led to Julian Talley’s 27-yard touchdown reception 
on Cleveland’s next drive, but the Storm went into halftime up by two 
scores when they closed out the half on Hills’ two-yard catch on a 
third-and-goal play where he made the catch high in the air, flipped up 
and over the wall and landed on his feet, all while maintaining 
possession. 
 
A pair of misplays on kickoffs allowed Baltimore to get back in the 
game in the third quarter, setting up the dramatic finish. 
 
Brown had 11 catches for 91 yards and three touchdowns, including 
the game-winner and two-point conversion at the end for the Storm. 
Hippeard connected on 31-of-40 passes for 285 yards, eight 
touchdowns and no interceptions 
 
Kendrick Ings was the third-leading receiver on the Storm with six 
catches for 58 yards. 
 
Baltimore’s Carden was 23-of-35 for 356 yards, six touchdowns and 
one interception, that coming on Alvin Ray Jackson’s pick near the 
goal line early in the game. 
 
Browning and Talley each had three touchdown catches for the 
Brigade.

                       About the Coaches                  . 
 

Tampa Bay Storm – Ron James 
 
Ron James enters his 20th season in the Arena Football 
League, and his first with the Storm as the team’s head coach. 
James brings over 30 years of experience to Tampa, eight of 
which have been spent as head coach.  He spent the 2016 
season with the Portland Steel, acting as the team’s head 
coach. 
 
James began his coaching career in 1986 at his alma mater, 
Siena College, as the team’s linebackers coach.  He would 
spend a season at Siena before moving on to St. Lawrence 
University (Canton, NY) where he was the team’s defensive 
coordinator and linebackers coach from 1989-91. 
 
In 1990, James began his AFL career when he was named an 
assistant coach for the Albany Firebirds.  He would return to  
 
the collegiate ranks in 1992 when he was introduced as the 
defensive coordinator for Hartwick College.  After two seasons, 
he moved on to Kentucky Wesleyan College, finally settling in 
at Army, serving as the team’s offensive line coach for two 
seasons (1998-99). 
 
James returned to the AFL in 1999 with the Houston 
ThunderBears, before settling in with the Las Vegas Gladiators 
as the team’s assistant head coach.  He held this position for 
three seasons before taking over as the team’s head coach in 
2005.  As the Gladiators’ head coach, James would head a 
team that would lead the League in both total offense and total 
defense.  In two seasons as head coach, James would help 
lead the team to multiple team records, including season 
records in passing yards (4,664) and total yards (4,996). 
 
In 2007, James joined the Utah Blaze, becoming the team’s 
head coach in 2010.  Over four seasons, James led the team 

to a 30-33 record, including a team best 12-6 record in 2012, 
earning him AFL Head Coach of the Year honors.  
 
James would eventually be named the head coach of the 
Pittsburgh Power in 2014, leading the team to a 15-2 record.  
Known for his defense, the Power led the League in 
interceptions (36), was second in scoring defense (43.2) and 
third in total defense (256.0). 
 
A native of Albany, N.Y., James prepped at Christian Brothers 
Academy (Albany) before enrolling at Siena to play on the 
offensive line. He played four seasons at Siena, where he was 
an All-American offensive lineman. 

 
Baltimore Brigade – Omarr Smith 

 
Arena Football Hall of Famer Omarr Smith was the head coach of the 
LA KISS during the 2016 season where his team earned a home 
playoff appearance while ending the regular season ranked second in 
the National Conference. Prior to leading the LA KISS, Smith served 
as the assistant head coach for the San Jose SaberCats for two 
seasons and helped lead the team to an ArenaBowl Championship in 
2015. He was also a member of the Arizona Rattlers as defensive 
coordinator for four seasons and was named the AFL’s Assistant 
Coach of the Year in 2013. In 2012 and 2013, the Rattlers won 
consecutive ArenaBowl Championships with a defense ranked second 
in points allowed per game every season Smith led the defensive unit. 
Smith is one of the most successful players and coaches in AFL 
history, earning a combined seven AFL championships. During his 
nine-year playing career, he won four ArenaBowl titles (2002,2003, 
2004, 2007), and ended his career with 35 interceptions, 88 pass 
break-ups and eight defensive touchdowns. As an assistant coach, he 
won three ArenaBowl titles, one with San Jose and two with Arizona. 
The Torrance, Calif., native graduated from San Jose State University 
and is ranked second on the school’s list in career interceptions (13).

Storm receiver Joe Hills came to the Storm mid-way through the 
2012 season as an unknown.  The team could see his talent and 
potential in the final game of the 2012 season when he caught 
eight passes for 215 yards.  The 215 receiving yards were a 
franchise rookie record and it was at that point the team noticed 
it had a diamond in the rough. 
 
In 2013, Hills had a breakout performance.  Shattering multiple 
single-season and single-game records. 
 
On 4/6/13 at Utah, Hills caught 16 passes for 259 yards.  This 
was a record setting performance as the 259 yards were the 
most in a single-game in franchise history.  His 16 receptions 
were the second-most in Storm history. 
 
On 7/13/13 at San Antonio, Hills added two more records to his 
resume.  He caught nine passes for 126 yards and three 
touchdowns.  His three touchdowns helped snap a single-
season franchise record for most receiving touchdowns.  He 
would also set the franchise record for most points scored in a 
season (non-kicking).  Hills finished the season with 42 receiving 
touchdowns and 262 points scored. 
 
On 7/27/13 at Jacksonville, Hills would go on to break the 
franchise record for most receptions in a season, and most 
receiving yards.  He would go on to finish the season with 133 
receptions and 1,861 receiving yards.

Over the past few seasons, Randy Hippeard has been known 
for his efficiency and high completion percentage.  A game 
which is played in what is said to be a “Quarterback League,” 
it’s imperative that the player under center exudes the qualities 
that Hippeard exhibits. 
 
The past two games have shown how good Hippeard is and 
how good he can be. 
 
Versus the Cleveland Gladiators on April 22, Hippeard 
completed 78.7% (37-of-47) of his passes for 387 yards and 
seven touchdowns. 
 
When facing the Baltimore Brigade on May 7, he would 
complete 77.5% (31-of-40) of his passes for 285 yards and 
eight touchdowns. 
 
Combined, Hippeard went 68-of-87, good for a 78.2% 
completion percentage over the course of the two games.  This 
is the second greatest two-game mark in Storm history, behind 
Brett Dietz who completed 78.6% of his passes in 2010 in 
games versus the Bossier-Shreveport Battlewings (Game 6 – 
83.1%) and the Orlando Predators (Game 7 – 73.3%). 
 

Hippeards 68 completions are the most in Storm history, over a 
two-game span.

In November of 2014 a receiver came to a Storm tryout looking 
for an opportunity to play professionally in the Arena Football 
League. 
 
While he displayed the ability to catch and run routes properly, 
it was his speed that caught the coaching staff’s eye.  
 
Ings became one of the most electric players in the AFL during 
his rookie season.  He displayed the speed and athleticism to 
take the League by storm. 
 
As the team’s primary returner, he finished the season in the top 
10 of several categories, including third in the League in kickoff 
returns (82), and fourth in kick return yards (1435).

At the end of the 2015 season, Ings’ play garnered interest 
from several teams in the National Football League and the 
Canadian Football League. 
 
In the fall of 2015, he earned a spot on the Detroit Lions 
practice squad.  He would stay on the squad for a month 
earning valuable experience that would help set him apart in 
the AFL. 
 
Prior to the 2016 season, Ings joined the BC Lions of the 
Canadian Football League.  For three months he trained hard, 
learning the position that would help him excel in the AFL. 
 
Ings returned to the Storm in the middle of the 2016 season 
ready to take his play, and his team, to the next level. 
 
In his first game back from Canada, Ings picked up where he 
left off, returning six kickoffs for 107 yards. 
 
In 3-of-5 games played, Ings accumulated 100+ kickoff return 
yards, including returning one for a touchdown. 

 
For his career, Ings has twelve (12) games with 100+ kickoff 
return yards for his career, and one (1) game in which he had 
over 200 kickoff return yards.

Dating back to last season, Ings has racked up 
1,269 kickoff return yards, averaging 115.4 yards per game (11 
games) 
 
His speed really sets him apart, giving him the ability to take 
over a game at any time. 
 
On April 15, versus the Philadelphia Soul, Ings did just that.  
The 2-year veteran caught seven passes for 137 yards and 
two touchdowns.  He would also have nine kick returns for 209 
yards and a touchdown. 
 
The significance of the yardage?  They totaled 346 all-purpose 
yards.  With 346 yards, Ings broke James Bowden’s 17-year 
single-game franchise record (345).

What’s better than having a playmaker that can average over 
1,000 kickoff return yards in a season?  Two.  And that’s just 
what the Storm has in Kendrick Ings and now Michael Lindsey. 
 
Lindsey, a St. Petersburg product who prepped locally at Boca 
Ciega H.S. ran into the hearts of Storm fans during his rookie 
season in 2011. That season, Lindsey finished third in the AFL 
with 1,745 kickoff return yards, fifth with a 20.3 yard kickoff 
return average, and seventh with three touchdown returns. He 
would also go on to set the Storm’s all-time single-season kickoff 
return yards mark in Game 14 at Jacksonville, finishing the 2011 
season with 1,745 yards, shattering the mark set by George 
LaFrance’s 1,282 yards. 
 
Lindsey is the only player in Storm franchise history to surpass 
1,000 kickoff return yards in a season four times.  He compiled 

209 return yards in a game versus New Orleans (7/14/12) which 
was a single-game career high for Lindsey. 
 
Lindsey currently holds the top-three seasons in franchise 
history for kickoff return yards.

Michael Lindsey burst on to the AFL scene in 2011 when he 
joined the Storm for his rookie season.  He would achieve the 
status of kick return specialist racking 1,745 kick return yards 
and averaging 96.9 yards per game.  It was after his rookie 
season that the Storm realized it had something special. 
 
Just three seasons later, Lindsey has done the unthinkable and 
broken a 15-year franchise record held by AFL Hall of Famer 
and Storm Legend, George LaFrance.   
 
On April 26, versus the Spokane Shock, Lindsey had five kickoff 
returns for a total of 55 yards.  His performance would push him 
over the top giving him a career total, at the time, of 5,138 yards, 
putting him in sole possession of first place on the Storm career 
all-time kickoff return list.

Caesar Rayford - Rayford (6-foot-7, 275 lbs., Washington) 

gave an impressive performance versus the Gladiators in week 
one.  He scored the first touchdown of the night with a 4-yard 
interception return off a tipped pass by Cleveland wide receiver 
Larry Brackins.  The former Washington Husky finished the 
night with 4.0 tackles, 2.0 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, a forced 
fumble, and a 4-yard interception returned for a touchdown. 

Randy Hippeard - Hippeard (6-foot-3, 205 lbs., UVA-Wise) 

accounted for nine touchdowns this past weekend in the 
Storm’s 62-61 victory over the Cleveland Gladiators.  
Completing 78.7% (37-of-47) of his passes for 387 yards and 
seven touchdowns, Hippeard engineered a comeback which 
saw the Storm overcome a 20-point deficit.  In addition to 
Hippeard’s seven passing touchdowns, he would also add two 
on the ground including the game-winning score with :03 
seconds left in regulation.  The four-year veteran leads the 
League with 22.7 rushing yards per game, 294.7 passing yards 
per game and leads all quarterbacks with 19 passing 
touchdowns.  This is his first weekly award for the 2017 
season. 

Alvin Ray Jackson - Jackson (6-foot-1, 200 lbs., Albany 

State) played a vital role in Tampa Bay’s comeback versus 
Cleveland.  The six-year veteran would tally 6.5 tackles, but it 
was a forced fumble in the second half that turned the tide for 
the Storm.  With 7:15 remaining in the third quarter, Jackson 

stripped Cleveland quarterback Arvell Nelson of the football on 
the one-yard line.  The defensive play would spark both the 
offense and defense, helping the team complete a 20-point 
comeback after starting the game down 27-7. 

Randy Hippeard - Hippeard (6-foot-3, 205 lbs., UVA-Wise) 

was once again instrumental in engineering the game-winning 
drive versus the Baltimore Brigade on May 7.  With 5.0 
seconds left in regulation, he found LaMark Brown in the back 
of the end zone for the go-ahead score.  Hippeard finished the 
night having completed 31-of-40 passes (77.5%) for 285 yards, 
eight touchdowns and no interceptions. 

Paul Stephens - Stephens (5-foot-9, 180 lbs., Central 

Missouri), who joined the team last week, played a pivotal role 
in the Storm’s week five victory over the Brigade on May 7.  He 
led all Storm defenders with 6.5 tackles, a pass breakup and 
he recovered two fumbles.  In the second quarter, Stephens 
scooped up a Justin Wilson fumble and returned it 46 yards for 
the score.  Also, with the game tied at 48 in the fourth, 
Stephens picked up another Wilson fumble, leading to a Storm 
touchdown. 

Joe Hills - Hills (6-foot-4, 220 lbs., Tennessee State) had a 

fine outing versus the Washington Valor, leading all receivers 
with nine catches for 85 yards and three touchdowns.  His final 
touchdown, a 6-yard reception, with 4:23 left in regulation 
proved to be the game-winner for the Storm.  This was the 
42nd time in his career that he has caught three or more 
touchdowns.

TAMPA τ Storm fans would be wise to locate a program before Tampa Bay kicks off the 2017 AFL season Saturday night at Cleveland. Tampa Bay 
will again be in the familiar blue and gold but a roster will come in handy. 
 
"There's a lot of new faces," linebacker Dexter Jackson said. "But everyone is competing hard and coming together. I like what we have going on." 
 
The Storm's current 24-man roster features just four players from last year τ John Brown, Kendrick Ings, Cortez Stubbs and Dallas Jackson. But 
considering the team limped to a franchise-worst 2-14 in 2016, a major overhaul seemed inevitable. 
 
Even though the vast majority are new to the Storm, they share some previous connections. 
 
"We wanted to put together guys who have played together and co-mingled together," new Storm coach Ron James said. "And I've coached some 
of these guys too. I think that has helped create a synergy here." 
 
But while there has been significant turnover, fans will most certainly recognize some returners from previous seasons. Joe Hills, the 2016 
Offensive Player of the Year rejoins the Storm, as does quarterback Randy Hippeard. On the defensive side, all-Arena MAC linebacker and fan 
favorite Jackson returns. 
 
"Joe is an NFL talent and certainly more than NFL work ethic," James said. "I can't say enough about Joe Hills." 
 
Receivers Michael Lindsey and Justin Hilton will also be back, along with center Raymond McNeil. But in a league where scoreboards light up like 
pinball machines, no two players will stand out more than Hills and Hippeard. 
 
"To have that 1-2 punch in Randy and Joe is just phenomenal," James said. "They are going to be one of the best combos in the league." 
 
Hippeard was inconsistent in his stint with the Storm but found his groove in his two years in Orlando. Hippeard was one of the most efficient 
quarterbacks in the AFL during that stretch and James said he was priority No. 1 this offseason. 
 
"Randy was getting his feet wet and learning his first time here," James said. "He's matured on and off the field." 
 
James said he has also been pleased with the defensive front's play during training camp. All-Arena lineman Caesar Rayford, two-time AFL champ 
Antron Dillon and former NFL player Jordan Miller should help improve on one of the Storm's most glaring deficiencies from a season ago. 
 
"Antron has been head and shoulders a big surprise and he is just a physical specimen," James said. "I think we are going to have one of the best 
pass rush groups in the league." 
 
And orchestrating the new symphony will be James, a veteran of the indoor game. James has 30 years experience coaching, including eight as the 
head man. James, who was at Portland in 2016, earned AFL Coach of the Year honors in 2012 while leading Utah to a National Conference 
Championship berth.

Brown led Storm receivers with nine catches for 121 
yards. 
 
Hippeard went 22-of-31 for 205 yards after a slow start that included an interception in the end zone. The only first-quarter points came on Storm 
defensive lineman Caesar Rayford's 4-yard interception return.

STORM OPENS NEW SEASON WITH 46-40 VICTORY OVER CLEVELAND

The start of the 2017 Arena Football League season did not go according to the plan for the Tampa Bay Storm offense on Saturday night. 
 
On its first drive, the Storm went four and out. The second drive ended when quarterback Randy Hippeard was intercepted in the end zone. 
 
But after working the opening game kinks out early, the Storm offense regrouped. 
 
And then it took over the game. 
 
The Storm scored on six-consecutive possessions after coming up empty on its first two drives to open the 2017 season with a 46-40 road victory 
over the Cleveland Gladiators in front of 12,865 at Quicken Loans Arena. 
 
Tampa Bay wins its season opener for the first time since 2014. 
 
The Storm took control late in the third quarter after both teams traded touchdown to open the second half. With Tampa Bay holding a 26-21 lead, 
Jordan Miller sacked Cleveland quarterback Shane Boyd on fourth-and-13 to force a turnover on downs and give the Storm the ball near midfield. 
 
Hippeard drove Tampa Bay down the field and threaded a six-yard touchdown pass to Kendrick Ings on third and goal with just over 11 minutes to 
go to put the Storm in front by two scores 32-21. 
 
The Storm responded to each Cleveland touchdown in the fourth quarter with one of their own to hold on for the six-point victory. 
 
Hippeard, playing his first game for the Storm since 2014, completed 22-of-31 passes for 205 yards and six touchdowns to just the one interception 
to earn game MVP honors. Hippeard found 2016 AFL Offensive Player of the Year Joe Hills for three touchdowns. LaMark Brown, who finished with 
game high totals of nine catches and 121 yards, hauled in two more touchdowns in his first game with the Storm (1-0).

Then what replays appeared to show was a clear backward pass and recovery for a go-ahead touchdown return by Cortez Stubbs was called 
incomplete on the field. The Storm (1-1) lost the replay challenge. Philadelphia kept its 43-38 lead and extended the lead with 3:10 left in the game. 
 
Tampa Bay was called for 14 penalties, many of them pass interference, for 100 yards. Philadelphia was called for five for 33 yards. 
 
Kendrick Ings had a tremendous game for Tampa Bay, setting set a franchise record with 346 all-purpose yards, surpassing James Bowden's 345. 
Randy Hippeard threw for 292 yards and six scores and ran for a touchdown, and Joe Hills' touchdown with 30 seconds left in the game extended 
his streak of consecutive games with a touchdown to 70.

Joe Hills Becomes Second Fastest to 200 Career Receiving Touchdowns

LAS VEGAS (April 26, 2017) ς Over the course of the last several seasons, Joe Hills has become known for his tremendous streak of consecutive 
games scoring at least one touchdown, a streak that currently sits at 71 games. In Week 3 though, he etched his name deeper in Arena Football 
League history by becoming the second-fastest man to score 200 career receiving touchdowns. 
 
The fastest to reach 200 trips to the end zone was Eddie Brown, the top ranked player on the League's 20 Greatest Players list from 2006. Brown 
reached that mark in 1999 and was the first to do it. Since then, 14 others have gotten to the coveted mark of 200 TDs, but no one else did it faster 
than Hills.  
 
Damian Harrell, Tiger Jones, James Roe, Donovan aƻǊƎŀƴΧ Names that will forever live in AFL history for their great play at the wide receiver 
position. They all needed at least 80 games to score 200 times. Hills got the job done faster than them all. T.T. Toliver, who is the only active player 
with 300 career touchdowns, needed 133 games to get to 200, and it took him 190 to get to 300.  
 
There are only 15 receivers in the 30-year history of the AFL to score 200 receiving touchdowns. Hills entered Week 3 in 16th place all-time on the 



                                                  

 

 

receiving touchdowns table, and with his four touchdowns in the win over Cleveland, he also surpassed Bobby Sippio, who finished his career with 
199 touchdown catches.  
 
Hills is averaging 2.69 touchdowns per game in his career, higher than the mark set by Rod Windsor at 2.64 receiving TDs per game. Tampa Bay's 
top wide out is one of the five players in AFL history who have played in at least 60 games to average more than 2.50 receiving touchdowns per 
game.
